So we are buying from Coke without a contract and hoping the ice machine holds out. While Coke bid comparably, they will not replace the machines. Pepsi is offering 2 fountains, an ice machine and some coolers. If we go with Pepsi, each location will be treated as a separate contract with dedicated drivers that can be trusted with a key. Pepsi will NOT do a scoreboard. ETA on contract is December.

Awards:
